Surface Preparation

The surfaces must be at a temperature between 5°C and
35°C and must be structurally stable and compact,
clean, free of slab friable parts and traces of ails,
greases, paints, release agents.

If substrate is particularly absorbent (i.e. gypsum,
anhydrite, etc.), always pre-treat with an appropriate
primer such as PRIMER PLUS or PRIMER SUPERIOR.
For existing tile and stone, we recommend pre-treating
with PRIMER SUPERIOR.

Screeds and cementitious plasters that are particularly
absorbent and / or overheated by sunlight, should be
saturated without leaving standing water on the surface.

Mixing

Use clean, potable water and a clean pail. Pour 6.5 - 7
liters of water into pail, add a 25 kg of 335 RAPID while
mixing by hand or with a low-speed mixer until
consistency is smooth, creamy, and lump-free. Do not
add other aggregates or hydraulic binder. Let the
mortar slake for about 3 min. Remix again without
adding additional water or powder. The mortar should
have a creamy consistency free of lumps. During use,
stir occasionally to keep mix fluffy. Do not temper with
water.

Application

Spread a thin layer of adhesive with the flat side of the
notched trowel, pressing firmly to work into surface.
Apply additional product with the notched side of the
trowel leaving well-defined lines. Ensure that the
adhesive covers at least 95-100% of the tile for interior
applications and 100% of the tile for exterior applications
or areas subject to heavy traffic. For areas exposed to
freezing temperatures or stress (i.e. outdoors or floors
subject to heavy loads), the 335 RAPID adhesive must
be applied on both the substrate and on the back of the
tile (“back buttering” method).

Note: Use proper sized notched trowel to ensure full
bedding of the tile.

Protect work area from the rain for at least 8 hours and
from freezing temperatures for the first 2 days following
application of 335 RAPID.

Grouting

Grout installation after a minimum of 3-4 hours curing
time at 23°C and 50% RH; site conditions can change
dry and cure time. For grouting marble, use
LATICRETE® cementitious grouts, such as
PERMCOLOR® SELECT or PERMACOLOR® SELECT
FINE or epoxy grouts such as SPECTRALOCK® PRO
PREMIUM GROUT.

Note: It is always advisable to conduct a mockup and
cleanability test for marble before proceeding.
